Musical Postcards from Paris

Every summer and fall, Bjorklunden — the northern campus lodge of Lawrence University in Door County, WI --
hosts a series of seminars, or “vacations with a focus. ” This year, pianist Catherine KautskyProfessor of Music and Chair
of Keyboard Studies at Lawrence University, will be presenting a seminar from July 18-23.

MTNA State Performance Competitions-Wisconsin

As Coordinator of all the MTNA State Performance Competitions, | encourage you to consider this experience for your
students for the Fall. The competitions offer a chance for students to choose a repertoire program, receive comments
and compete against other students in the same age group. Winners compete in the East Central Division against other
state winners from Ohio, Illinois, Indiana and Michigan. There are the Junior, Senior, Collegiate and Chamber Music
(collegiate-age only) competitions with piano, voice (no junior), brass (no junior), woodwind, and string categories.

For those of you who would like to consider this challenge for the Fall, please consider that that the guidelines only
stipulate a minimum of two periods for Junior High (a maximum of 20 minutes) and Senior (a maximum of 25 minutes)
piano performance. Just a reminder, as of 2009, the concerto portion of the repertoire has been discontinued across all
categories, so the amount of music can be reduced for this competition. Another category to consider also is the Senior
Piano Duet Category, which has minimal requirements as well.

All other instruments and voices are encouraged to enter. This is a great opportunity to gain feedback and performance
experience. Vocalists—this is two weeks before NATS—a chance to gain some performance experience and feedback!

Chamber Music Performance Competition

The MTNA Chamber Music Performance Competition is the youngest of the Competitions, having begun in 1988 to
encourage music making in ensembles. The Chamber Music Competition has shown growth in numbers, particularly from
the 32 entrants of 2001-2002 to the 94 entrants of the 2009-2010 competition year. As musicians, we all spend much
time in a practice room honing our skills as performers. And most of that time is spent along, in most cases necessarily so.
More and more, however, students/teachers/coaches are encouraging the joy of ensemble music making and have
found/are finding that students improve their listening, phrasing, imitating, anticipating, technical skills and general
musicianship when making music with others in an ensemble. In addition to learning to share time, musical ideas,
motivating each other and the joy of companionship in music making together, lasting friendships can, and do, develop.
There is no doubt that the great composers of the western world have contributed much fine music to this genre. Playing
chamber music requires careful attention to music-making techniques that might be taken for granted when performing
music alone. Is the phrase shaped the same way among the players? Are the lengths of notes played the same (both
legato and staccato)? Is the singing line sounding the same when played by the piano, violin and cello, and other
instruments (either together or separately)? Does the crescendo or diminuendo show consistency among the players in
the ensemble? All of these questions and more come into being when learning from each other and sharing music making
together, resulting in the enhancement of the music-making skills of each participant. Thus, ensemble members can be
exposed to wonderful repertoire and characteristics of composers that they might never have experienced in performing
only solo music. | hope that you as teachers/coaches will seriously consider bringing your students together into
ensembles and offering them the music-making opportunities available playing the trios, quartets, quintets and sextets of
the great composers (with and without piano). The MTNA Chamber Music Performance Competition is one vehicle your
Association offers for you to provide this added joy and music-making experience for your students. The MTNA
Competition application deadline for the 2010-2011 year is September 14, 2010. The average agef the members in an
ensemble must be 18-26 years of age. This allows for a range of varying ages among the performers in any group. Please
see the MTNA website at www.mtna.org for all the Competition rules and requirements.

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INDEPENDENT MUSIC TEACHERS FORUM

Now is a good time to formulate a new project conceived in the dregs of those winter months when hard work and
preparation for spring performances cause us to reflect (if we get a chance) on purpose and fulfillment. If we’ve been
faithful WMTA members by attending meetings and conferences and read the trade journals and articles, the information
provided there has inspired a new vision for continuing progress with our studios. Out of my educational archives comes
this quote from Visions from San Francisco Bay by Czeslaw Milosz (1982): ‘To undertake a project, as the word derivation
indicates, means to cast an idea out ahead of oneself so that it gains autonomy and is fulfilled not only by the efforts of its
originator but, indeed, independently of him as well.” | particularly like the last part as it applies to our profession
because the IMT tends to be propelled in so many different directions; it is helpful and profitable when a component of
the studio runs on its own.

In the state of formulation as it applies to a project, it is useful to make a declaration of the project out of looking at
what’s needed and wanted, like a possibility. For example: “l would like to set up an online enrollment process to make it
easier for students and parents to enroll in and pay for lessons. Then, | can eliminate taking up lesson time for these
administrative tasks.” Another useful declaration at this point is to make a commitment to who you are going to be in this
matter, the organization of it, etc. Example: “I’'m sensitive to the needs and wants of my students and parents, I'm
progressive in my approach to current business information processing and | will make good use of the system on a
regular basis.”

Always keep in mind who benefits and what opportunities will arise as a result of the realization of the project. Ask
yourself who you will become, or maybe what others will or may become. Other characteristics of this state are
establishing channels of communication between you and others involved in the project, such as areas of accountability,
designing the organization for accomplishment and keeping track of progress.

One more characteristic of the utmost importance in the formulation state is establishing the timeline for the project.
Declare the beginning, middle and ending. This will promote focus and commitment to purpose and fulfillment as you see
the project through to completion.

Projects only become daunting when clarity and commitment are missing. Concerning ourselves with the worry of
“making a projectout of everything only shows a lack of planning skills and ambition. But with strong inspirational
support and vision, projects make worthwhile contributions.

Guidelines for submissions:

Student shall be a current resident in Wisconsin.
Student shall submit only one musical composition for performance.
Composition may be for any medium (piano, voice, any instrument or ensemble).
Composition must be performed as written.
Live Performance is required to be considered for the cash prizes for all pieces written for 5 or fewer
instruments. Pieces written for more than 5 instruments, pipe organ, or electronic music can have a CD recording
of a live performance or of a computer playback if necessary and will still be considered for cash prize. Live
performance for these exceptions is always encouraged, however. All performances of 5 or fewer instruments
not performed live will not be eligible for cash prize.
6. Performance shall not exceed 10 minutes.
7. The manuscript score must be fully notated completely by the composer.

Also acceptable will be lead sheet notation where appropriate.
8. Students are asked to follow guideline sheet when writing their composition.
9. Students must be under the guidance of a music teacher, with the exception of College and Adult entries.

NEWSFROM THE CYBERCORNER

Greetings from the WMTA webmaster. If you’ve been to the WMTA website, you will find a
new page for prospective members. We hope this provides valuable information for those
teachers in Wisconsin considering becoming a member of WMTA. In the May issue, | am going
to continue with my discussion on designing your own website.

In the February issue, | offered suggestions on free webhosting sites that have premade
templates to help you in creating a great site for your business.
Now, what should a well designed site contain? You will need to determine exactly what your niche is—do you
have a specialty? Perhaps your expertise is offering Recreational Music Making classes, or preschool programs. Be
sure to include detailed information that the visitor will find interesting. Keep in mind, the visitor to your website
may be looking for a teacher, but have no idea what Musikgarten or Suzuki Early Childhood classes are. Do you
have a computer lab available for students—if so, be sure to include this. “Share your passion with others”.

Make certain your website address is an easy and professional name. This includes an email address™ it’s
important that you set up a professional email account for your studio.

Credentials—list a little bit about yourself that sets you apart from other teachers. Degrees, MTNA Certification,
professional connections with organizations,

Another item that you may want to consider adding to your website are midi files of random sampling
performances by you. Do you provide opportunities for students to record their performances? Any specialty that
you add to your studio should be noted on your website.

If you are designing your own website, make sure the html keywords include things like help the search engines
track you (your city, type of lessons, state, your name, studio name, etc.)

Once that website is established, be sure to include it on every studio document (brochures, flyers, newsletters,
etc.).

A note for those local associations who have not established their own website—please send me information
about your local association (activities, officers, etc.) for inclusion on our website. Information on the website is
updated quarterly (with newsletters—May 1%, August 1%, December 1%, February 1%). The WMTA website gets
considerable visitor traffic daily; if your local webpage has minimal information, it may put your local in a ‘negative
light’.
