INSURED(S) means the ENTITY named in the
Declaration and any Individual who was, now Is, or
shall be a director, officer, trustee, employee,
volunteer, or staff member of the ENTITY and shall
Include any executive, board member or committee
member whether salaried or not. INSURED shall
also include estates, heirs, legal representatives or
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assigns;. of deceased persons who were INSUREDS
at the time of the WRONGFUL ACT Or when the
CLAIM is made, "and the legal

event of their incompetency, insolvency or
bankruptcy. '

atmosphere or any watercourse or body of water,
including ground water sources, whether gradual or
sudden, intentional or accidental;

DISCOVERY PERIOD

If the Company shall cancel or refuse to renew this
policy, or the ENTITY or INSURED cancels or does
not renew this policy, the ENTITY or the INSUREDS
shall have the right, upon payment of Pn additional
premium of 75% of the annual premium hereunder,
to an extension of cover 'granted by this policy in
respect of any CLAIM or CLAIMS which may be
made against the INSUREDS during the period of
twelve (12) calendar months following the date of
such cancellation or nonrenewal, but only in respect
of any WRONGFUL ACT which occurred before the
date of such cancellation or nonrenewal; provided,
however, that the application for this extension must
be made to the Cgmpany in writing and payment of
the premium must be received within sixty (60) days
of the effective date of cancellation or the expiration
date of the policy. The purchase of the discovery
period shall not in any way increase the limit of
liability stated in the Declarations. The limit of
liability for any CLAIMS reported during the
discovery period shall be part of and not in addition
to the lirnit of liability.

LIMIT OF LIABILITY

All judgments, awards and CLAIMS for prejudgment

interest are included within the JOBBY limits. Payment
of prejudgment interest reduces the policy limits by
the amount paid.

The limit of liability specified in the Declarations
shall be the maximum liability for any one CLAIM
and shall be the aggregate limit for each POLICY
PERIOD.

The Company shall only be liable to pay, subject to
the limit of liability, for LOSS in excess of the
retention stated in the Declaration for each and every
LOSS hereunder.

The retention may only be satisfied by an actual
cash payment by the ENTITY or the INSUREDS.

WISCONSIN MUSIC TEACHERS ASSOCIATION CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE 1- NAME AND MEMBERSHIP

Section 1. The name of this organization shall be the Wisconsin Music Teachers Association, Inc., Hereinafter eferred
to as WMTA.
Section 2. There shall be four (4) classes of membership: Active, Student, Honorary, and Associate.

Section 3. WMTA shall be 100% affiliated with the Music Teachers National Association, Inc., hereinafter referred to as
MTNA. Membership in MTNA is mandatory for all members. Active, Student, Honorary, and Associate. Membership in WMTA
and MTNA is also mandatory for all members of local associations and student chapters which are affiliated with

ARTICLE Il - PURPOSE

Section 1. WMTA is a not for profit organization, and no part of its net earnings shall inure to the benefit of, or be
distributable to, its members, directors, officers, or other private persons, except that WMTA shall be authorized and
empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered.

Section 2. No substantial part of the activities of WMTA shall be the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise
attempting to influence legislation, and the corporation shall not participate in or intervene in any political campaign on
behalf of any candidate for public office.

Section 3. In the event of dissolution, any remaining assets shall be distributed to organizations organized and

operated exclusively for charitable, education, or scientific purposes as shall at the time qualify as exempt organizations
under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1974,

ARTICLE Il - OFFICERS

Section 1. The officers are a President, a President Elect (elected in the third year of the President's term), a First Vice
President for Conventions, a Second Vice President for Membership, a Recording Secretary, a Treasurer, and the
Community Outreach and Education Chair. The manner of election, authority and duties of each officer are defined in the
Bylaws of the Association.

ARTICLE N - EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

Section 1. The Executive Committee shall consist of the officers, the Immediate Past President, and the following
appointed positions: The Preparatory Auditions Chair, the Local Associations Chair, the IMTF Chair, and the College
Faculty Chair.

Section 2. The Executive Committee shall conduct the business of the Association as determined by the policies
established by the Administrative Council and within the limits of the Constitution and Bylaws.

Section 3. The Executive Committee shall be empowered to take whatever action may become necessary on behalf
of WMTA between scheduled meetings of the Administrative Council.

ARTICLE V - ADMINISTRATIVE COUNCIL

Section 1. The Administrative Council shall consist of the Executive Committee, a Representative from each affiliated
local association, a Student Representative, and the following appointed positions: the District Auditions Chairs, the
Corresponding Secretary, the Certification Chair, the Newsletter Editor, the Publicity Chair, the Badger Keyboard Auditions
Chair, the Badger Vocal/Instrumental Chair, the MTNA Junior High School Competitions Chair, the MTNA High School
Competitions Chair, the MTNA Collegiate Competitions Chair, the Membership Secretary, the Archivist, the WMTA Theory
Chair, the MTNA Composition Chair, the MTNA Foundation Chair, the Student Activities Chair, the Technology Chair, and
the Instrumental (Non-Keyboard)Nocal Activities Chair. All appointments are to be made for three-year terms by the
President upon the approval by vote of the Administrative Council and shall be eligible for reappointment. No person in an
appointed position, except the District Audition Chairs, the Archivist, and the Membership Secretary, may serve for more
than two consecutive terms.

Section 2. The President is empowered to appoint assistants to any officer.

Section 3. The Administrative Council shall determine policies of the Association within the limits of the Constitution
and Bylaws and shall have discretion in the disbursement of all funds of the Association.
Section 4. The Administrative Council shall have the power to rescind by a simple majority any decision of the

ARTICLE VI - DUES

Membership dues will be required as set by the Administrative Council.
ARTICLE VII - MEETINGS, QUORUMS, MAIL BALLOTS

Section 1. There shall be an annual convention of WMTA to be held at a time and place decided upon by the
Administrative Council. Written notice of the date and location of the annual convention must be sent to the full
membership no later than thirty (30) days prior to the convention date.

Section 2. There shall be one business session at the annual convention open to all members in good standing at
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Section 3. Members in good standing are those whose WMTA and MTNA dues are paid for the current fiscal year.
Section 4. The business meetings of all bodies of this organization, including meetings of the Executive Committee and
Administrative Council, shall be governed by the most recent edition of Robert's Rules of Order in all cases where said rules
do not conflict with this constitution and/or that of MTNA.

section 5. Those Active members present and voting who are in good standing as shown by the Treasurer's record 4_..e
time of the membership meeting shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at all membership °.tings for which
written notice of date and location has been sent to the entire WMTA membership a minimum of

9 (30) days prior to the meeting.

Section 6. A mail ballot may be held on all business matters of the membership, the Administrative Council, and the
Executive Committee. For business matters requiring action by the entire membership, the ballot must be submitted at least four
(4) weeks in advance of the required return date. The due date for the return of the completed ballots must be clearly stated on
the ballot. There must be a return of thirty (30)96 of the ballots to declare it a legal ballot, and a simple majority of this thirty
(30)96 vote of the active members in good standing shall be required for a decision.

For business matters requiring action by the Administrative Council, the ballot must be submitted at least four (4) weeks in
advance of the required return date. The due date for the return of the completed ballots must be dearly stated on the ballot.
There must be a return of fifty (50)96 of the ballots to declare it a legal ballot, and a simple majority of this fifty (50)96 vote of the
members of the Administrative Council shall be required for a decision.

For business matters requiring action by the Executive Committee, the ballot must be submitted to the Executive
Committee at least four (4) weeks in advance of the required return date. The due date for the return of the completed ballots
must be dearly stated on the ballot. There must be a return of eighty (80)96 of the ballots to declare it a legal
ballot, and a simple majority of the eighth (80)96 vote of the Executive Committee shall be required for a decision. Section 7. In
case of a tie for an officer, which is reported after the dose of a business session in which the ballot was taken, the tie will be
broken by a mail ballot in which every active member of the organization may participate.

Written notice of such meeting must be sent to the full membership no later than thirty (30)
days prior to the meeting date.

f. New officers may not be elected and the Constitution may not be revised or amended at a special meeting. Section 9.
The Administrative Council shall meet to carry out the business of WMTA as deemed necessary by the President of the
Association. There shall be no fewer than one (1) meeting annually.

Section 10. A minimum of fourteen (14) days advance notice shall be given for any meeting of the Administrative
Council.

Section 11. Twenty-five (25)96 of Administrative Council members shall constitute a quorum for meetings of the
Administrative Council.

Section 12. The executive Committee shall meet to carry out the business of WMTA as deemed necessary by the
President of the Association. There shall be no fewer than three (3) meetings annually.

Section 1. Any area music teachers association within the state of Wisconsin may become and remain affiliated with the
Wisconsin Music Teachers Association by fulfilling the requirements of membership as stated in the Canstitution and Bylaws.

Section 2. A student chapter may be established at any college or university within the state and may become and remain
affiliated with the Wisconsin Music Teachers Association by fulfilling the requirements of membership as stated in the
Constitution and Bylaws.

ARTICLE IX - AMENDMENTS
Section 1. The Constitution of WMTA may be altered or amended at the business sessions of any annual

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WISCONSIN MUSIC TEACHERS ASSOCIATION BYLAWS

ARTICLE I - ACTIVITIES, PROGRAMS
WMTA shall provide such activities and programs as:

a. Facilitation of progressive levels of teacher certification through MTNA. b.
Instruction in all aspects of music through classes for teachers.

c. Workshops, conferences, master classes, lecture-demonstrations and concerts. d.
Cooperation with other musical organizations.

e. Development of musical knowledge and appreciation throughout the state.

ARTICLE 11- MEMBERSHIP

Section 1. Active Membership shall be open to all individuals professionally engaged in any field of music activity. Those
persons holding Active Membership shall be entitled to participate in all Association activities and programs, to vote, hold office
and receive the official Association publications. WMTA members are strongly encouraged to adopt the Code of Ethics as their
personal model of professional conduct. Compliance with the Code of Ethics is voluntary; therefore, the Association will not
respond to, or take action on, any complaint or allegation concerning a violation of the Code of Ethics, except as provided in
Article 11, Section 5 of the WMTA Bylaws.

Section 2. Student membership shall be open to all full-time college music students who are also members of an affiliated
association. Student members shall be entitled to attend programs of the Association upon payment of the registration fee and
to receive the official Association publications, but shall not have the right to vote, hold office, apply for national certification or
enter students into MTNA or WMTA competitions. Exception: Student members of WMTAaffliated university/college chapters
may enter students into WMTA Track 2 or 3 District auditions.

Section 3. Honorary membership shall be conferred upon any active member upon the written recommendation of three
(3) WMTA members in good standing to be brought before the WMTA Administrative Council for a majority vote. All rights and
voting privileges of active membership shati be retained. Honorary membership should be reserved for member(s) having
rendered long anchor meritorious service to music.

Section 4. Associate membership shatZinclude all persons or business entities interested in supporting the activities of this
Association, but not qualifying as Active, Student, or Honorary members. They shair have full membership privileges other than
the right to vote, hold elected position, or enter students in the MTNA or WMTA audition programs.

Section 3. No person who has been convicted of a crime involving the sexual or other abuse of a person shall be a member
of WMTA. Any accusation that a member of WMTA has been convicted of a crime involving sexual or other abuse of a person
shall be reported to the President of WMTA, who shall immediately report the accusation to the
President of MTNA, who shall appoint a three-person committee to ascertain the validity of a conviction. If the committee
substantiates that a person has been convicted of a dime involving sexual or other abuse of a person, the. President of
MTNA shall immediately terminate the membership and the certification of that person. Any action authorized by the
~IMTNA President in this resolution may be appealed to the Board of Directors of MTNA.

Any membership terminated under this section shall be reinstated upon the filing -Mth the MTNA President of a
mortified copy of the judgment reversing the conviction.

AR71CLE 111- ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Section 1. The Executive Committee shall appoint a Nominating Committee by May 1 of every third year to select
President-Elect candidate(s) and continue on in the forlcwing year to prepare a full slate of ail other officers. This
Nominating Committee shaiLho -composed of three (3) active members in good standing, one of whom must be a
member of the Executiv  Board Each shall have given his or her consent. The committee shall elect its own chair. If a
vacancy occurs on the Momrnating Committee, the replacement member shall be nominated by the President with the
apomvai of the Executive Committee. The Nominating Committee shall prepare a ballot of one or two candidates for each
office to be voted on at the annual business meeting of the Association. This slate shall appear in an issue of the official
Association publication at !east forty-five (45) days before the date of the annual session of the Association.

No person
shall hold the same office for more than one consecutive term with the exception of the treasurer who may be elected for
additional terms.

Section 3. Members in appointed Board positions stroll serve in the three (3) years of the appointing President's term
beginning immediate!y upon appointment.

The Treasurer shall have custody of ail monies and securities of
WMTA,; shall pay out money with checks co-signed by the President and authorized by the Executive Committee or Administrative
Council; shall endorse for collection or deposit all checks or other negotiable instruments of WMTA; shall keep the funds in a
banking institution only on the direction of the Executive Committee; shall keep regular records of account; shall submit a written
report on the condition of finances at each Executive Committee and/or Administrative Board meeting; stroll give a written
financial report at the general meetings or annual convention; shall render a complete financial statement in the annual report;
shall annually submit the books of account to an auditor and/or internal audit committee selected by the Executive Committee,
and perform such other duties applicable to the office as prescribed by the parliamentary authority adopted by the Association.
Section 7. The Community Outreach and Education Chair shall ad as a clearing house on information regarding the status of
music and the arts in Wiscansin's public schools, maintain a network of communication with MTNA and various music
organizations, and keep the VVMTA membership informed by contributing regular articles to the newsletter.

Section 8. The Immediate Past President ads as advisor to the Executive Committee and Administrative Council ,_-anda performs

The Publicity Chair shall take charge of all publicity work required by the Association and shall communicate to the press
such matters as may be referred to it by the Executive Committee, Administrative Board, or other committees.

Section 7. The MTNA Collegiate Artist Competition Chair, the MTNA Collegiate Chamber Music Competition Chair, the
MTNA High School Competition Chair, the MTNA Junior High School Competition Chair, the Badger Auditions Chair(s), the
WMTA Theory Chair, and the MTNA Composition Chair shall chair committees to plan and coordinate
their respective competitions. The MTNA Collegiate Artist Competition Chair shall serve as the MTNA State
Competitions Coordinator.

Section 8. The Membership Secretary maintains a database of members for mailing purposes, communicates
membership concerns to the Second Vice-President and Local Association Presidents, and provides mailing lists4abels for
mailing purposes.

Section 9. The Archivist shall collect and keep in a secure place all items of historical interest to the Association, including
programs, pertinent newspaper and magazine articles, photographs, correspondence, and minutes of Executive Committee,
Administrative Council, and membership meetings; Shall send yearly to the Milwaukee County Historical Society copies of all
minutes of Executive Committee, Administrative Council, and membership meetings to be microfilmed; and shall display the
historical matedalS whenever requested to do so by the Executive Committee or Administrative Council.

Section 10. The MTNA Foundation Chair shall publicize and coordinate ail activities related to the MTNA

The
InstrumentaWocai Chair shall chair a committee which coordinates the planning of activities involving vocal and instrumental
teachers, and shall express concerns of these teachers to the Executive Committee and/or Administrative Council.

ARTICLE VII - AFFILIATED LOCAL ASSOCIATIONS AND STUDENT CHAPTERS

Section i. Any area music teachers association within the state of Wisconsin-may petition the Executive Committee for
affiliation by providing the WMTA Local Associations Chair with evidence that the following requirements have been fulfilled:

a. That its active membership is a minimum of two (2) members

b. That it guarantees on the basis of submitted membership rosters that one hundred percent (100%) of its members who
meet the requirements of MTNA Active Membership, and one-hundred percent (100%) of its Student members, who meet the
requirements of MTNA Student membership, are members in good standing with WMTA and MTNA

c. That its fiscal and membership year coincides with that of WMTA and MTNA.

d. That two copies of the Local Association's governing document(s) (e.g., Constitution, Bylaws, Articles of Incorporation),
have been fled with the WMTA Local Association Chair and that they are consistent with those of WMTA Section 2. Upon
determining that a petitioning local music teachers association has fulfilled all requirements of Section one (1) of this Article,
WMTA shall approve the petition.

Section 5. The Executive Committee or Administrative Council may suspend or terminate any affiliation at any time for
justifiable cause.

Section 6. Student Chapters may be organized at any Wisconsin university or college subject to conditions in

Sections 1-5 above.

ARTICLE VIII - STANDING COMMITTEES

Section 1. Past Presidents Advisory Committee shall consist of all past Presidents of WMTA who are active members.
This committee shall meet at the time and place of the annual session of the Association and shall serve in an advisory
capacity to the Executive Committee and Advisory Council. The WMTA Immediate Past President shall serve as chair of this
committee.

The terms shall be three (3) years in length and arranged
so that one member is appointed to the committee each year. Members must be Nationally Certified
Teachers of Music and may not serve more than two (2) terms consecutively.

Section 3. The President shall appoint all standing and special committees as needed with the exception of the
nominating committee, convention committee, and other committees whose membership may be appointed by an Executive
